Poor Man’s GRR

This is the documentation that I have of the poor man’s Gold Rush Replicas that I built in 1996.  I apologize for the quality (digital pictures of poor quality slides), but they do give a general idea of what is possible.  Base bike is a first year EZ-1 (16x 1 3/8 and 20x 1 3/8 tires).  
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1.  The general construction method is pvc pipe and plastic sheeting.
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2, 3.  There is a bike rack underneath to form the basis, and the rear pvc was wrapped into a form and cycled in the oven to get the curves.  The external plastic holds the ribs in place.
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4.  This scales the bike to a 5’10” person.
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5.  Close up of the front fairing mounting stuff.
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6. Lycra cover on bike.  Holes for Speedo and HRM to stick through.  Zipper to close the top front to back.
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7.  Person in bike.  Trailing edge behind shoulders isn’t ideal.  I normally entered/exited by going under the left side edge.
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8.  Front view showing “S” hook attachment method.  Taking the cover on and off was less than a minute each direction.  No rear attachment; held by the Lycra tension.  Good for about 2 mph.
